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This spring WWPSA has been holding an 8-week goalkeeper training program bringing 
the spotlight to our goalkeepers – often called “the forgotten position”. Provided by 
the New York Red Bulls Regional Development Schools (RDS) and the Rutgers 
University Goalkeepers coach, John Plaugic and Brett Polow, Head Coach at Monroe 
College, the training follows a goalkeeper-specific curriculum with a focus on specific 
aspects of the game, including footwork, ball handling, shot-stopping, and 
distribution. All players will receive a comprehensive end-of-season evaluation, which 
will help the goalkeepers continue their development by applying the program’s 
fundamental techniques.  
  
Players who show sound performance have the opportunity to be invited to the RDS 
Goalkeepers training and a chance to play for RDS showcase tournament teams in 
competition during 2010.

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One of the challenges facing the U.S. soccer community is to foster a strong player-
focused development culture in soccer. The American soccer culture tends to focus on 
scoreboard results rather than on overall team performance of skills and control of the 
ball, which is drastically different than other soccer nations. We cannot change the 
culture unless clubs and teams change their approach to player development. 
WWPSA is renewing its focus on player development as one of the highest priorities of 
the club. Under the direction of our Executive Director Andy Di Duca, as well as the 
members of the Board, the club is instituting a more formalized system of player 
monitoring and evaluation within the Travel soccer program. Emphasis will also be 
placed on the technical development of players by working towards a standard 
curriculum that will apply across the different teams, coaches and professional 
trainers. By providing coaches and trainers a higher standard of accountability and 
communication with the club, all players will benefit from increased levels of training 
and evaluation. One specific benefit will be that each player will receive a detailed 
periodic overview of their soccer-specific skills, including what they need to improve, 
something that is standard in other clubs but whose enforcement has been lax thus far 
in WWPSA, but not for long.
